Terms of reference - Governance and procedural integrity in the management of Malta’s national
identification and residence permit systems

The ohjectives of this audit are to ascertain whether:

1. studies were conducted to determine the national benefits derived from work and residence
permits issued;

2. Identita and its officials exercised fairness, due diligence, adhered to good governance principles,
acted coherently and in line with established procedures when precessing applications for identity
cards and/or residence permits for non-Maltese citizens;

3. identita has concealed or provided any misleading information regarding this situation;

4, Identita’s expenditure of public funds when fulfilling its legal functions, particularly when
processing applications for identity cards and/or residence permits for non-Maltese citizens, is fair,
consistent and diligent and in accordance with the principles of good governance, accountability
and transparency;

5. Jobsplus and its officials exercised fairness, due diligence, adhered to good governance principles,
acted coherently and in line with established procedures when processing applications for
employment registration and other relevant applications for non-Malitese citizens;

6. the Ministry for Home Affairs, Security, and Employment, the Cabinet, and other responsible
government entities exercised fairness, diligence, and adhered to the principles of good
governance in their oversight roles while processing applications for identity cards, residence
permits and employment registration for non-Maltese citizens; and

7. any irregular use of publicly funded resources, such as health services and social security, occurred
due to shortcomings in the processing of applications by identita, Jobsplus and their officials, as
well as in the oversight roles of the Ministry for Home Affairs, Security, and Employment and
related entities and where feasible, determine the financial impact of such cases.
